INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

INCLUDED COMPONENTS
Your BM1008 kit should contains the following components:

1. 8” dual diaphragm power booster
2. Dual outlet master cylinder
3. Booster check valve
4. Bleeder kit (not shown)

INSTALLATION

The BM1008 dual diaphragm power booster with master cylinder is designed to work with disc/drum systems or with
four wheel disc. Use of this booster with front drum brakes will give an extremely sensitive pedal. This booster will
directly replace the 7” street rod booster.

1. Mounting the BM1008 power booster requires that four holes exist or be drilled with a 3 1/2 x 3 1/2 pattern.
2. Proper operation of this booster will require a 4:1 to 5:1 pedal ratio. A higher ratio will produce too sensitive

a pedal. 
3. Mount the booster to your firewall or existing power brake pedal assembly and secure with the supplied

nuts. 
4. Connect the threaded rod from the back of the booster to your pedal using the correct clevis or swivel eye. 

For proper function the linkage from the pedal must go into the booster in a straight line. An angled
entry will cause booster problems. You must have at least 18” vacuum for proper booster function.

5. Bench bleed the master cylinder to remove all air.
6. Mount the master to the booster and secure.
7. Plumb the master into the system as above.

It is recommended that you use the correct combination valve to balance your system such as our VL3350 disc/drum
valve or our VL3359 disc/disc valve.
