INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

For use without original K-member only
36-54 Chevy car instructions for brake pedal

Master cylinder / Power booster mount kit
Installation:

1. Remove original pedal / master cylinder. Slide new mount over rail and mark top outside hole.

2. Clamp securely to frame and install pedal arm (floor hole will need to be enlarged) and check the clearance. 
Mount may be moved forward and pedal arm may be heated and bent as needed for your application.

3. Mark and drill lower inner lip and install bolts tightly. Mark and drill upper holes through frame rail.

4. Install the master cylinder and adjust linkage rod with a slight amount of end play to cylinder.

5. Or if mounting a booster and master then install and adjust the linkage from the pedal to booster. 

6. Tighten all bolts and grease pedal pivot bolt. Hook up booster
vacuum to the engine and bleed the brakes properly. We 
recommend using DOT 4 fluid for a long lasting system.
