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DR1700K INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

The DR1200K pre assembled drum brake kit is designed to directly replace the smaller rear drums on a 64-77 midsize gm car. This
rear drum kit will not require any special master cylinder or valves to function properly. The emergency brake cable on the car will
hook up directly to the new kit.

NOTE: Clean the drum with brake cleaner followed by soap and water before assembly

. Chock the front wheels so the car can not roll and Jack up the rear of the car.

. Remove the rear wheel.

. Remove the drum.

. Disconnect the parking brake cable. Use a small hose clamp around the cable lock prongs and pull the cable hrough
the bacling plate.

. Remove the rear axle.

. Remove the old drum brake backing plate with all components attached.

. Bolt on the new pre assembled backing plate. The backing plates are marked left and right. Be sure to put on correct side.

. Re install the rear axle.

. Re connect the parking brake cable.

10. Clean the new drum as described above.

11. Mount the new drum.

12. Repeat on other side and adjust the drum brakes as necessary.

13. Bleed the entire system and test drive before using.
